2. These qualities are for all disciples (Matthew 7:24). 
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3. All seven qualities are interwoven and inseparable.  These are 
not seven classes of people. 
 

4. These seven qualities make a clear distinction between the true 
and false disciple (Matthew 5:46-48). 
 

5. These qualities do not come naturally (Matthew 7:13, 14). 
 

6. These qualities are contrary to conventional wisdom  
(Matthew 5:10-12) 
 

7. The rewards are spiritual in nature and can be received now.
