“With people it is 
impossible, but not 
with God; for all 
things are possible 
with God” (Mark 
10:27; see Jeremiah 
32:27; 2 Corinthians 
1:9).



God Comforts

“When my anxious 
thoughts multiply 
within me, Your 
consolations delight 
my soul” (Psalm 
94:19; see vv. 17–18; 
2 Corinthians 1:3–5).



God Restores

“He restores my 
soul; He guides me 
in the paths of 
righteousness for 
His name’s sake” 
(Psalm 23:3; see 
19:7; 51:10-13).



God Strengthens

“The LORD is my 
rock and fortress 
and my deliverer; 
my God, my 
strength, in 
whom I will trust” 
(Psalm 18:2; see 
Philippians 4:13).



God Protects

“Trust in Him at 
all times, O people; 
pour out your 
heart before Him; 
God is a refuge for 
us” (Psalm 62:8; 
see 56:3–4, 9–11; 
Romans 8:31–39).



God Is Perfect

“As for God, His 
way is perfect; the 
word of the LORD 
is proven; He is a 
shield to all who 
trust in Him” 
(Psalm 18:30; 
see 19:7).



God Is Holy

“God is not a man, 
that He should lie, 
nor a son of man, 
that He should 
repent” (Numbers 
23:19; see Psalm 
146:3).



God Is Faithful

“God is faithful, 
through whom you 
were called into 
fellowship with His 
Son” (1 Corinthians 
1:9; see 10:13; 
1 Thessalonians 
5:24).
